AAP leader seeks action against
betting apps, is held for ‘gambling’

AAPleader calls it a false case, criticises his ‘detractors’ in party for not standing by him

DAYS AFTER he submitted a
representation to the district
police seeking action against
online gaming and betting
apps, the district youth presi-
dent of the Aam Aadmi Party
(AAP)in Panchmahal of Gujarat
was arrested, along with six
others, by the Local Crime
Branch on Monday in an al-
leged case of gambling.

According to Panchmahal
police, the AAP leader, Ashish
Kamdar, and six others were ar-
rested during a raid at a house
in Vaijnath Society of Godhra,
while gambling.

Panchmahal district LCB
said in a statement, "After a tip-
off from a local source, the
house was raided and seven
persons were caught red-
handed while gambling... A
cash of Rs 98,700 was recov-
ered from the accused along

with a sum of Rs 11,300 that
had already been placed in the
bet during the session... Three
mobile phones and playing
cards were also recovered.”
The other accused have
been identified as Jigar Shah,
Dharmendra Gosai, Ashwin
Goswami, Vijay Patel, Mahesh

Patel and Vikram Vanzara — all
residents of Godhra.

After getting bail in the case,
Kamdar on Monday took to
Facebook and criticised his "de-
tractors" within the AAP for not
standing by him in the "false
case" filed against him.

Kamdar, in the video mes-

sage, said, "The truth will come
out during the trial in the
court... A handful people in the
AAP in Panchmahal as well as
the BJP have passed a judgment
and tried to malign my image
as if I have committed some
heinous crime. This false case
against me is a usual mecha-
nism of the ruling party to sup-
press voices."

On August 14, Kamdar had
submitted a representation to
the district police, seeking im-
mediate action against online
gaming and mobile betting
apps, stating that the apps were
making youth victims of the
"greed of the mobile app own-
ers".

Gujarat  AAP chief
spokesperson Karan Barot said,
"We have learnt about

Kamdar's arrest on Monday
evening. He is the Panchmahal
District Youth President of the
party... We are awaiting instruc-
tions from the party level on
the further steps in the
case."

Surat: Mobile phone ‘in recording mode’ found inside
women’s washroom at restaurant; cleaning staff held

A CLEANING staff of a restau-
rant in Surat was arrested on
Monday after he allegedly
placed his mobile phone in
recording mode on the sill of a
ventilation window inside the
women's restroom, police said.

The accused has been iden-
tified as Surendra Rana (30), a
native of Jharkhand, who had
been working at the K's
Charcoal restaurant in Piplod
area of Surat for the last three
years.

The restaurant issued a
statement informing that it
would initiate a thorough
screening of every staffer. The
management also announced
that it would keep the restau-
rant closed until the safety
measures are put in place.

The issue came to light
when a customer at the restau-
rant went to the bathroom, said
police sources.

The woman spotted some-
thing unusual on the ventila-
tion window following which
she climbed up the commode
and spotted a mobile phone,

they added. On checking the
device, the woman found that
she was being recorded, they
said.The video had also man-
aged to capture the person who
was placing the mobile phone
at the ventilation window, said
the sources.

The restaurant manage-
ment identified the person
seen in the video as Rana, who
immediately fled the spot.

Umra police staff noted
down statements of the
woman, the hotel management
and other staffers. A few hours
later, Rana was caught and
brought to the police
station.

Following the woman's
complaint, Surat Police have
registered an offence under

Bharatiya Nyaya Sanhita (BNS)
Sections 77 (pertaining to
voyeurism) and 79 (acts in-
tended to insult the modesty of
a woman). Besides, relevant
sections of the Information
Technology Act have also been
invoked.

Umra police inspector J A
Rathwa told The Indian Express,
“We have arrested the accused.
There are around 50 employees
at the restaurant, of whom 40
are men. The accused was as-
signed the job of cleaning the
female washroom area. Rana's
wife and children stay at their
native place in Jharkhand while
he stays with his younger
brother, who is also an em-
ployee of the same restaurant,
in Surat. We have checked his
mobile phone and found five
video clips of the same wash-
room.”

He further said, “The mobile
phone he was using to film the
woman in the washroom is
without a SIM card. He trans-
fers the videos to another
phone, which he uses regularly,
with a SIM card. We have sent
both the seized mobile phones
to the Forensic Science
Laboratory for further analysis.
We are also interrogating the

accused to get more details. A
few porn videos were found in
his other mobile
phone.”

Later in the day, K’s Charcoal
restaurant issued a press re-
lease stating the management
was “deeply shocked” and
“saddened” by the incident.
“We sincerely regret and
strongly condemn this act,
which goes against the trust
and values we stand for. The
management, owners, and
even our families use the same
facilities. We stand in full sup-
port of the Surat Police
Department and are fully coop-
erating in the investigation of
the arrested staff member,” the
statement read.

The press release further
stated, “Though all our staff
members had been police-ver-
ified, we are now initiating a
fresh, thorough screening of
every individual. To reassure
our guests, we have also taken
the decision to temporarily
close the restaurant until these
safety measures are completed.
The privacy and safety of our
guests is our highest priority,
and we promise to rebuild your
trust with stronger safeguards
than ever before.”

State govt seeks public input to redefine
roles of School Management Committees

AHMEDABAD, AUGUST 18

THE GUJARAT government is
seeking public input to redefine
the role and responsibilities of
School Management Committees
(SMCs)nearly 14 years after their
formation. The SMCs, established
under the Right to Education Act
2009, comprise local authority
members, parents, guardians and
officials, overseeing over 32,000
government primary schools in
Gujarat.

This would be the first ever
‘updating’ since 2011. The old du-
ties, roles and responsibilities of
SMCs were defined under the
government notification of
March 22, 2011 issued by the
Education Department following
the implementation of Right to
Education Act 2009.

According to the officials, the
SMCplaysacritical role in ensur-
ing accountability, transparency;,
and effective school management
with responsibilities of monitor-
ing school operations, including
tracking teacher and student at-

copy,” Ranjeeth Kumar ] added.

Recently, the state govern-
ment took multiple steps to acti-
vate the SMCs, including Chief
Minister Bhupendra Patel hold-
ing interaction with all the SMC
members of the state in April this
year.

During the Shala Praveshotsav
inJune, the SMCs were reconsti-
tuted during the three-day enroll-
ment drive. This is the first-ever
restructuring of the SMCs across
the 32,800 government primary
schools, since they were formed
following the implementation of

education — revealed that a ma-
jority of such committees lies ei-
ther only on paper or defunct, the
Gujarat government decided to
restructure these decision-mak-
ing bodies at government pri-
mary schools. These panels,
whichalso comprise parents, de-
cide on spending of grants, ac-
cording to officials.

The Education Departmentis
planning to hold a virtual meet-
ing soon for all schools, to be di-
rected through district primary
education officers and adminis-
trative officers, to seek the public

opinion from the community.

While the SMCs are required
to prepare a  School
Development Plan, which serves
as the basis for government
plans and grants, a major issue
was identified by the state gov-
ernment as most of the schools
were not using the SDP in the
right way, according to sources.

Depending on the students’
strength, the SMC consists of
elected representatives from the
local authority, parents or
guardians of students, and teach-
ers — the key requirements being
thatatleast 75 per cent members
should be parents or guardians,
50 per cent women, and that
there should be proportionate
representation for parents of chil-
dren from disadvantaged groups
and weaker sections. Other
membersinclude one-third from
the local authority, one-third
from teachers, and one-third
from local educationists or stu-
dents (if no educationist is avail-
able), according to officials. The
SMC elects a chairperson and a
vice-chairperson from parent
members.
